Your task is to redesign an application. You’re thinking piece of cake ... you have a working example to build from. Ah hah ... but consider that just ONE of the processes has over 715 queries, 10,000 lines of code, and who knows how many lines of macro code. The data record has over 700 fields and all this is crammed into 1 text string.  AND, the IT department is complaining about updating the application on about 30 workstations.
So NOW, what you planning ... an escape to a sandy beach??  Instead, you can spend a couple hours with Marc to see how a little rethinking can make life much easier. See how to use lookup tables and collections to make life easier. As time permits, Marc will address other some other issues, such as updating applications on multiple workstations. Automating Data Clean-up By Phil Timmerman
In addition to controlling and maintaining data collected within our solutions, we are often faced with the need to clean up and utilize data from other sources. All too often, the source lacked controls to collect data in a nicely formatted manner so that it can easily be mapped and imported using a relatively simple import spec or process. So, we’re challenged with things like parsing data that my not be in the same sequence – (such as name fields with the values in reverse order), or phone numbers of various lengths and having different delimiters, and of course the address fields with a seemingly infinite number of variations. Although Phil isn’t going to provide a panacea for all of our pains, we’ll get substantial relief by incorporating some of his tools and processes.
Phil develops, tests and deploys software for commercial building environment systems. For the last 15+ years, Phil has been with Trane Company in the Office Infrastructure Services group where he writes and supports numerous Access business applications AND manages applications for wide area server file management and client backups.  

Like so many who provide in-house solution, Phil is proficient at recognizing and responding to what he calls the “low-hanging-fruit;” the opportunities that emphasize “quick-to-market”, low polish solutions.  While most development has been within MS Access, Phil also creates applications with Excel VBA (hmmm ... would that be macros?) and Windows Script host. When not absorbed with work, Phil enjoys a well stocked shop full of wood and metal working tools. In stark contrast to the quick development for office solutions, Phil can easily spend ten hours building a “jig” to produce a one hour widget.
