When you open the form and look there is nothing listed in the event property; no [Event Procedure], no Macro Name, nothing.  There isn’t a function listed and you open the form and there is just one line of code.  What would you think?  How could it happen?  Well, get ready to find out.  Bob Larson, Access MVP, will present on how to create a virtually “codeless” form.
