Programmability for Web Apps
VBA is an integral part of the Access 2010 offering. However, if you’re looking to extend your application with logic that runs both on the client and on the server, Access macros are your answer. We’ve investing in improvements to the macro designer and in capabilities of the macro engine. Similar to SQL triggers, data macros allow you to write logic that executes on table events. We will build some macros and walk through the new functionalities of macros in Access 2010.

PNWADG 
April 20th - Report Builder 2.0 - a New Beginning

While my initial impression of Microsoft’s Report Builder was less than stellar, I think you’ll agree that the new version that shipped with SQL Server 2008 is a much better tool to build and manage SQL Server Reporting Services reports.
This session introduces developers, architects and managers to Report Builder 2.0. Is it perfect? Ah, not so much, but it does have a lot of promise. We’ll take a close look at the mechanisms used to create and customize new RDL reports, save, deploy and launch them and the issues you’ll likely encounter along the way. We’ll experiment with alternative data sources, parameters and expressions and see how far you can stray from the Reporting Services path. Before long your end-users will be using this newly designed tool to help them create their own reports – without having to call you on the phone every five minutes.
Bill is an industry-recognized author, mentor and subject-matter expert on Visual Studio, SQL Server, Reporting Services and data access technologies. He’s worked in the computer industry for over thirty-eight years. In 2000, after 14 years at Microsoft, Bill stepped away to work on his books, consulting, mentoring and independent training seminars. His latest books include Hitchhiker’s Guide to Visual Studio and SQL Server (7th Edition) and Hitchhiker’s Guide to SQL Server Compact Edition. He and Peter Blackburn also wrote the critically acclaimed Hitchhiker’s Guide to SQL Server 2000 Reporting Services. He’s available for consulting, mentoring or custom training. Office 2010  Beta or Release Candidate? (April 2010)
There are countless changes between the beta and RC versions; some are significant enough to cause compatibility issues for certain features. For example, if you are working with Access Web Services, you cannot mix versions (beta and RC) to work with the same file. So it can be important to know if you are using a beta or RC version. One way to view the version information is from Help - About.  Release candidates started with build 14.0.4734.1000.
