We also benefit through learning to tailor our approach to address both technical and human factors.  We will discuss techniques that will help you to be in control, to convey expertise, and to empower yourself and others. 

Teresa has been involved with automating processes and with application and program development since starting college. Like many of us, her college degrees served more as mile markers than harbingers of a career. The most valuable lessons were learned from life, on and off the job. Shortly after college, Teresa joined the US Department of Energy (DOE) at Hanford as a QA specialist to work on the Basalt Waste Isolation Project.  Then she became a program manager in the Waste Management Division. Teresa gained invaluable experience in managing large, highly controversial projects, such as negotiating parts of the “Tri-Party Agreement,” managing hazardous and nuclear waste programs, and being the program manager for the design and construction of a liquid waste retention facility. 

Fast forward to 1997, and when Teresa first used Access. She instantly fell in love with the powerful and intuitive interface and decided to start her own consulting company. A month later, she had her first client; more than a decade later, she is still an independent developer and Access is still her primary business focus. But, being an independent consultant doesn’t mean going it alone! Teresa quickly joined the Seattle Access Group and credits the Access and user group community as being her primary source of Access training and other invaluable resources. An inveterate project manager, Teresa enjoys leveraging the expertise and experience of colleagues to provide her clients with the most cost effect solutions.
With a passion for helping others, Teresa cultivated her leadership skills and became the President of the SAG and the PNWADG, and the lead author of several Access books. For the past five years, Teresa has been awarded as a Microsoft MVP, and in 2009 she was recognized as an INETA Community Champion.

George began his Access career by creating tools to track sales for the self-study materials he and his former colleagues created and sold, and to manage the results of Continuing Education exams administered to licensees. Realizing Access databases were more interesting and rewarding than writing training materials, he soon moved to full-time Access development. Being self-taught, George believes any day on which he doesn't learn at least one new thing is a day wasted. 

George is a Senior Data Development Developer for Data and Domains, providing Access and Access/SQL Server solutions for clients. Previously, George founded and operated Grover Park Consulting, specializing in resuscitating "owner-built" Access databases for small and medium sized organizations. In his spare time, George is part of the administrator team, and a regular contributor, at Utter Access, the most popular Access support site on the internet. In recognition of his support to the Access community, George has been awarded as a Microsoft MVP. George holds a BS in English and an MA in TESL from Utah State University. 
July 13th Beginner’s Corner - Recursive Table Links by Julie Corneliuson

Recursive table talk (where the parent ID is a different record in the same table) is a common design scenario; you’ll find it in applications for parts and assemblies, for students with classes and teachers; and within organizations. The recursive table links can easily cause confusion when creating queries or record sources. So, Julie will sign some light on the issues and show us some techniques for managing and working with recursive table links.

July 20th PNWADG .. Query By Form - Custom Search Form by Tom Wickerath, Access MVP
This QBF form [aka an index or search form] allows users to quickly find records, and then select and open one for editing. In addition, Tom’s form also allows users to print custom reports and/or dump selected records to Excel.  A new enhancement provides users with the ability to Flag records, to help draw attention to them in a report, and also the ability to Exclude records from a report -- even while the records remain within the selection criteria. Tom will explain the extra steps necessary to accommodate the requirement that the Flag or Exclude options could not be permanently saved.  The extra efforts paid off in customer satisfaction because the client loves it! (An earlier version of Tom’s QBF demo files is available from the SAG downloads.)
Tom is a Microsoft Access MVP and long time member of the PNWADG and SAG. In addition to his main duties at Boeing, Tom also participates in the Boeing forums providing support to database users.
