SAG Session: Access 2010 - Forms, Reports and Managing Recordsets by George Hepworth, Access MVP
George will share a database that he as created to demonstrate some of Access 2010’s new features, such as the nav form. He will also demonstrate some techniques that he uses to manage recordsets, for example to return a single record to a form. George will discuss some of the design considerations for the nav form and, time permitting, he will expand into how to migrate the sample file to SQL Server.

PNWADG Session: Connecting to a Data Source ... Without Using DSNs

One of the great features of Access is the ability to link to numerous data sources. The ease of using a Data Source Name (DSN) makes it a snap to create a new linked table. This can be great for development; but when it comes time for deployment, DSNs can incur some security issues. George will discuss some of concerns and demonstrate how to set up a DSN-Less connection.
George Hepworth is an Access MVP, Senior Developer at Data and Domains, and author of several books, including “Grover Park George on Access.” George is an administrator and contributor on Utter Access, a long term member and presenter at our Access groups, and an invaluable contributor and editor for our recent book, “Microsoft Access Small Business Solutions.”
