Willie McClure, Project Support - Techniques for Providing Remote and Onsite Support
Deploying a database involves a lot more than ensuring that the database performs as intended. In most cases, you will need to set up file locations, distribute files to users, ensure that everything is working, and also provide for backups and updates. Fortunately, many of the tasks can be accomplished remotely as well as onsite. In tonight’s presentation, Willie will discuss many of the key considerations for providing client support. He will several of the checklists and tools that he uses to help ensure consistency, professionalism and accuracy. Key areas that will be discussed include:
1. Ways to support a project from remote to onsite (remote software, file transferring, etc.)

2. Preparing for client visit (backup laptop, turn on firewall, etc.)

3. Suggested folder layouts for server and client side

4. Connecting the client front end to the server back end (linking routines, code changes, etc.)

5. Preparing to leave client (document changes, backup, etc.)
