September 16  Application Lifecycle Management by Richard Hundhausen

An introduction to Application Lifecycle Management and Team Foundation Server and how shops/teams that do Access development can place their Access projects under source control and associate with work items during check-in, so that they can achieve the same traceability and flow of value benefits enjoyed by .NET development teams.
Richard is a software architect, trainer, and principal of Accentient. He has over 20 years of software and database development experience and 15 years of training and presentation experience. His primary area of evangelism is the ever-expanding intersection between .NET development and SQL Server development and, as a result, became a Microsoft Regional Director in 2004. Richard recently finished his latest technical book, "Working with Visual Studio 2005 Team System", for Microsoft Press. Because of this, he was given the Visual Studio Team System MVP award. Intro Session       Leveraging Hyper-V by Clifford Nelson
Hyper-V provides software infrastructure and basic management tools in Windows Server 2008 that you can use to create and manage a virtualized server computing environment. This virtualized environment can be used to address a variety of business goals aimed at improving efficiency and reducing costs. For example, a virtualized server environment can help:

	•
	Reduce the costs of operating and maintaining physical servers by increasing your hardware utilization. You can reduce the amount of hardware needed to run your server workloads.

	•
	Increase development and test efficiency by reducing the amount of time it takes to set up hardware and software and reproduce test environments.

	•
	Improve server availability without using as many physical computers as you would need in a failover configuration that uses only physical computers.

	•
	Increase or reduce server resources in response to changes in demand. 


Clifford Nelson started developing in the Windows environment in 1995 while coding VBA in Access. His field of expertise expanded to Visual Basic, and to include extensive use of VBA in Word, Access, Excel, and TestPartner. Since 2005, Clifford has been developing in C#; and he is currently developing on Visual Studio 2008 as well as using Microsoft Powershell.  He has worked with the WPF team as a contractor. Currently he is working on the Virtual Machine Manager, which is a program used to control Virtual Machines on multiple computers on which have either Hyper-V, Virtual Server, or VMWare.

Identifying Server Candidates for Virtualization - 
http://technet.microsoft.com/en-us/library/cc700692(TechNet.10).aspx
October 21 Visual Studio Reporting by Bill Vaughn

This session shows off the SQL Server Reporting Services technology that shipped with SQL Server 2008 and enabled with Visual Studio SP1.

In 2000 after 14 years at Microsoft, Bill stepped away to work on his new books, mentoring and independent training seminars. He and Peter Blackburn also wrote the best-selling and critically acclaimed “Hitchhiker’s Guide to SQL Server 2000 Reporting Services”.

On August 11th, Microsoft released SP 1 for Visual Studio 2008. So, if you were waiting for the first SP before installing, times a wasting. You can now download the free Express Edition with SP1 from http://www.microsoft.com/express/download/  (links to five Express Editions and the MSDN Express Library)
A couple of things to consider. It’s best to run Windows Update (http://windowsupdate.microsoft.com) before installing this or other major “new” programs. The logic being that it is often beneficial to install things in the order intended/created to avoid conflicts/problems with dependencies, references, the registry, etc.  And, you’ll also want to download the MSDN Express Library as it is not included in the program download.
