Conditional lables (and other objects) used in the demo:

The find a customer form (f22FindCustRcd):

1) The combo box changes the field that the search is perfomed on. See the OnChange event for txtFilter

2) If you select “Email” in in the combo box, it changes the query used for searching. See the AfterUpdate event on the combo box. (It also changes the listbox… column count and coulmn width)

The customer record form (f21CompanyRcds):

The OnLoad event for the parent form checks a few things and conditionally sets properties of the following objects:

1) txtLastContact – The event checks to see when the customer was last contacted and changes the color of the text box as an alert.

2) lblNoContact – The event checks to see if the customer has an email address entered on the subform. If not, it makes this lable visible to the user as an alert. You could easily do something different like changing what the lable says, or changing it’s color, or all kinds of things.

3) lblRetired – The event checks to see if the ‘Retired’ check box is marked. If so, it makes the lable visible to the user.

4) f20sbEmails – The event checks to see if the current record has an ID yet. If not, it keeps the subform disabled. This is important, because it keeps your users from entering data into the subform without first having a related record in the parent form. If you don’t take this precaution, the user will get a bunch of errors because referential integrity is set for the tables behind this form. Once the user creates a parent record, the form enables the email subform for them. See the AfterUpdate event on the ‘Name’ text box (txtCoName).

5) The ‘New Company Record’ button. When you click this, it sets some properties for the form changing it to data entry mode. 

The Customer Report:

1. lblRetired is hidden in the same way as the lables on the customer information form. The report uses a DLOOKUP during the OnOpen event to decide wether to display that alert lable or not. (Just a different way do things, that’s all.)
